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Introduction

The LG TONE+™ (HBS-730] is a light weight wireless headset that uses Bluetooth™
technology.

This product can be used as an audio accessory for devices supporting either the §
AZDP or Hands-Free Bluetooth Profile.







Charging

- When the charger is connected, with the power on or off, the headset will turn off.
- While charging, the LED indicator will show a solid red light.
- When charging is complete, the LED indicator will tum off.

Low Battery

- A low battery alert will play once every 2 minutes.
- If the battery is not charged, the headset will turn off.

Battery Status Alert

- By pressing and helding the VOLUME DOWN button for 1 second, you can check
the battery status of the HBS-730. The audible battery status alert wil inform you of
the battery level. There are 3 levels of battery power:

1, Battery High

2. Battery Medium

3. Battery Low

- HBS-T30 battery status indicator will appear on the iPhone screen,

- Slide the power swilch to the ‘ON’ or 'OFF position.

Pairing
- Before using the headset for the first time, you must pair it with a Bluetooth-enabled
device.

- There are 2 pairing mode methods with the HBS-730,

1) Easy Pairing
a) Slide the power switch to the "ON” position.
b If It ks your first time pairing the device It will automatically enter pairing mode.
I it has been paired but no paired device is in range it will enter pairing mode
after 10 seconds.
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« The LED indicator will be solid blue.

¢) On the device you wish to pair, find the Bluetooth menu and “search for” or
“add” new devices.

d) Select ‘LG HBS-T30" from the list of devices.

&) If asked for a Pass/Pin Code enter 0000 (4 Zeros).

f) Once the devices are paired, you will hear “Your headset paired.”.
» The HBS-730 will automatically tum off if not paired within 3 minutes.

2) Manual Pairing (pairing with another phone or re-pairing)

a) With the power off, press the CALL bution and slide the power swilch to the
‘ON’ position al the same time for 1 second.

Advanced Multipoint

The HBS-730 Is capable of having two devices connected to the headset at the
same time. This will give you the jom of using call waiting between calls on
both of your connecled phones.

Connection

- Pair the headset with one of your Bluetooth-enabled handsets. (per the pairing
instructions on page 6).
- Tum off the headset.

- With the power off, press the CALL button and slide the power switch fo the 'ON’
position at the same time for 2 seconds to enter Manual Pairing mode.
- Now, pair and connect the headset with your other Bluetooth-enabled handset.
(this will be your primary handset).

- Once this handsst is paired and connected, me\dmmmnaly
paired handset to the headset. This will now be your secondary handset.

* NOTE: When the HBS-730 is connected to two handsets at the same
time{Multipaint), the headset calling functions will work with the primary handset.
* NOTE: In case of failure to connect to the primary phane through Easy Pairing,
HBS-T30 will enter pairing mode.

Answering a Call

- Briefly press the CALL button to answer the incoming call.

Voice Dialing

- Briefly press the CALL button to activate “Voice Command”, For best results,
record the voice dialing tag through your headset.

Last Number Redial

- Press and hold the CALL button for 1 second to activate “Last Number Redial”.

The headset will beep and then call the last number dialed.

Ending a Call

- Briefly press the CALL button.

Call Waiting

- Answer a second call without hanging up the first call by pressing the CALL button

for 1 second. Press the CALL button for 1 second to retum to the original call,

- Briefly press the CALL button to terminate both calls at once.

Rejecting a Call

- Activate call reject by pressing the CALL button for 1 second when the handset rings.

Mic Mute

- Press and hold the VOLUME UP and VOLUME DOWN butions simultaneously for 1
second to mute/unmute the Mic during conversation.
